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Maharashtra Mandal of Detroit was started as a small organization in 1977 when a request came
from artists Shrikant Mioghe and Daya Dongre to hold their Stage play (Natak). Since no group
could sponsor this event, about 25-30 families gathered together and decided to hold the natak as
requested by the above-mentioned artists. The name of the play was “ Lakure Udand Jhali” The
event was held in a school auditorium. It was a great success.

The group felt the need to organize and form a Maharashtra Mandal. That small organization
reached today's status. Looking at the growth of this organization today it gives me great pleasure
and success. What was started as a little committee has reached that reminds a line from Saint

Dnyaneshwar “SaeidY 9 dTfadel GRI, TATAT def el NI

Over the years, the membership increased, and volunteers came forward and worked hard, bringing
new ideas. The organization was taken to the next stage, forming it as a non-profit organization in
1996. That status opened a lot of avenues and increased funding... The budget increased from a
meager amount to thousands more... The membership increased from 50 to 225 in 2004. Now,
there are over 450 families. This is all due to the hard work and efforts of the volunteers.

The constitution was formed to meet Non-profit status. The need to teach Marathi to kids was felt.
Marathi language classes were held by many ladies. Over the period, Marathi schools could bring
up stage show/play “ Sonal cha Rusva”. Now, we have regular Marathi schools held in temples and
follow the State Of Michigan school schedule.

Over the last 46 years, MMD had a variety of events and programs. The well-known artists and
performers visited our Mandal and entertained the Marathi audience. To mention a few names, Pt
Bhimsen Joshi, Pt Jitendra Abhiseki, Pt Vasantrao Deshpande, Rahul Deshpande, Prabha Atre, Mr.
Mahesh Kale, Mr. Shrikant Pargaonkar. Babuji Mr. Sudhir Phadake visited Mandal before it was
formed...

Then, there were great Marathi artists like Mr. Dilip Prabhawalkar, Dr Shriram Lagoo, Fayaz, Viju
Kenkre,Rajan Bhise, Amar Oak .These artists performed on stage and entertained the audience and
they were rewarded. Many of the dignitary shows were self sufficient.

Then there were politicians like Chief Minister of Maharashtra Mf Fadnavis, Mr. Manohar Parrikar
Etc.

MMD also invited BMM organizations to hold their conventions in 1989 and 2017. Mr. V. P Kale was
the chief guest for 1989 BMM convention in Detroit/ Troy. He narrated “Katha Kathan” during the
convention.
